PrimaryUser of the CB account candownload the
Transaction Report from RSPO eTracewhenstarting the new license
request

3. During the audit:
Askthe member to log into his / her account. Look into theirTrading& 
Stock tab, FinalizedTransactionsandStock Management Log.
Check alsothe Inboxfor unconfirmedtransactions.

Declaration of Conventional Sources

For full transparency for Mass Balance:

Å Mills in both the certified and the conventional supply chain 
visible in RSPO eTrace

Å All supply chain actors can declare mills supplying them 
directly and indirectly

Å Declaration is made over 6 months and saved by RSPO 
eTrace twice a year

Å Declaring conventional sources is voluntary, no need to audit
